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I. Summary Reports 
 
This report capture the progress made during 1st Quarter of 2007 on key 
activities for each NCHADS Units and provinces with summary achieved 
outputs.  
 
The Work Plan 2007, including PBSI, budgets for a total of $ 10,578,235 for 
implementation the activities at national and provincial level, and additional $ 
5,478,636 is allocated by partners at provincial; and allocated 9% for prevention 
activities, 59% for the continuum of care (including reagents, OI/ARV drugs, 
consumables, etc), 7% for surveillance, research and data management, and 
25% for programme planning monitoring reporting and administration costs 
and incentives from 20 funding sources. 
 
During this Quarter, $1,023,686 was disbursed, representing 11% of the Annual 
Work Plan managed by NCHADS.  This amounted to 21% of the Quarterly 
Work Plan, to support the implementation of the provincial and national 
activities. 
  
A - NATIONAL ACTIVITIES  
 
To strengthen the implementation of programme at both levels, a set of 
national activities were implemented at NCHADS. These included the 
following:   
 
IEC, BCC AND 100% CONDOM USE PROGRAMME  
 
To be effective in development of IEC materials, the BCC Unit of NCHADS 
conducted the Workshop on concepts for developing and using appropriate 
audience-focused IEC materials with 28 participants from 12 provinces (KHK, 
BTB, SRP, KCN, KCM, KRT, KSP, KPT, OMC, PST, TKV and SHV), 7 NGOs 
(PSF, KHANA, FHI, CWPD, MSC, RHAC, and Chems) and NCHADS units  
  
BCC Unit developed, printed, and distributed the IEC material such as: 

- Ongoing designed and developed IEC material with HIV/AIDS related 
message (leaflets, and posters). 

- 15 billboards installed in Phnom Penh (6), Svay Rieng (2), Takeo (1), 
Sihanouk Ville (1), Kandal (1), Kampong Chhnaing (1), and Kratie (1).  
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In collaboration with provinces, to select district to organize the mobile shows 
with HIV/AIDS related messages in 6 districts of 4 provinces:  Chulkiri 
district/Kampong Chhnaing, Kampong Trabek and Pearaing district/ Prey 
Veng, Ponheakrek and Oraing Ov district/ Kampong Cham, and Kampong Ro 
district/Svay Rieng. 

 
To monitor the implementation of the programme, the supervision visits on 
IEC activities, Peer Education, outreach activities, and 100% CUP were carried 
out by BCC officers in Kampong Cham, Kratie, Siem Reap, Pailin, Kampot, 
Kep, Takeo, and Pursat.

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III. Outcome of service deliveries 

1. HIV/AIDS prevention activities 

In Quarter 1-2007, there were a total of 32 specialized STI clinics covering 22 
of the 24 Cambodia provinces and cities (except Mundulkiri province and 
Kep city). There are 29 (90%) are upgraded with laboratory support to 
perform RPR testing and basic microscopy (Annex: STI indicator 1). And 
among 16 labs are functioning. This laboratory support enables specialized 
clinics to use refined algorithms for the management of STIs in high-risk 
populations. In the first quarter 2007, 16,648 consultations were provided at 
the total of 48 facilities specialized STI clinics [2,410 consultations were 
provided to male patients, 4,465 to low-risk women and 9,773 to sex workers 
(4,706 for DSW; 5,067 for IDSW) of which 6,340 were monthly follow-up 
visits]. 

Among 2,410 male STI syndromes reported, 838 (35%) were urethral 
discharges; genital ulcers 100 (4.15%) and genital warts 17 (0.70%). 

Among 4,010 STI syndromes reported among low-risk women, 2,670 (66.5%) 
were cervicitis, vaginitis 1,114 (27.7%), PID 159 (4%) and genital ulcers 52 
(1.3%).

In quarter 1-2007, of the 1,331 DSWs who attended specialized clinics for their 
first visit, 901 (67.7%) were diagnosed with a STI, including 430 (47.7%) with 
cervicitis. Among 3,375 DSWs who attended specialized clinics for monthly 
follow-up visits, 1,112 (33%) were diagnosed with a STI, including 700 (63%) 
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with cervicitis (Annex: STI indicator 2). In quarter 1-2007, of the 2,269 IDSWs 
who attended specialized clinics for their first visit, 1,321 (58.2%) were 
diagnosed with a STI, including 665 (29.3%) with cervicitis. Of the 2,798 
IDSWs who attended specialized clinics for monthly follow-up visits, 660 
(23.6%) were diagnosed with a STI, including 318 (48.2%) with cervicitis. 
 
2. Comprehensive care for people living with HIV/AIDS (PLHA) 

2.1. Availability of services  

To date, 37 Operational Districts (OD) in 19 provinces have established a 
Continuum of Care (Annex: CoC indicator).  These CoC have been established 
in ODs that have OI/ART sites at the exception of Phnom Penh ODs.  

2.1.1. VCCT 

The number of VCCT services has increased drastically over the last 5 years, 
from 12 sites in 2000 to 156 sites by March 2007 (Annex: VCCT indicator 1) 
(Figure 3).

A total of 17 new VCCT sites have been opened Q1-2007. Of the current 156 
VCCT sites, 134 are supported directly by the Government, 23 by NGOs 
(RHAC, PSI and Marie Stope) but 1 of them (Toseth, PSI) have been stopped 
their activity. 

A total of 61,236 persons have been tested for HIV at VCCT sites in Q1-2007 
(Figure 4)

Of the total number of people tested in Q1-2007, 27,599 (45.1%) were female 
and 55,994 (91.4%) were aged 15-49 years (VCCT indicator 2) (Table 1).

Provider initiated HIV testing and counseling (PITC) was approved in a 
policy document signed by MoH in September 2006 at health facilities that 
have VCCT services. Health care workers can propose HIV testing to any 
person who access health facilities, give pre-test information and provide a 
referral card to access VCCT services or draw blood and send it to VCCT. The 
HIV test is conducted at VCCT sites as well as post-test counseling. Although 
PITC is expanded nation wide it did not increase significantly the number of 
HIV testing in Q1-2007. 

In Q1-2007, 99.4% (range: 82.5%-100% across sites) of VCCT clients who had a 
pre-test counseling were effectively tested for HIV and 98.5% (range: 70.7% - 
100% across sites) of those tested received their result through post-test 
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counseling (Figure 5). The national target of 98% of people tested receiving 
post-test counseling is achieved (Annex: VCCT indicator 3).

In Q1-2007, of 61,593 VCCT clients, 3,108 (5.0%) were referred from the TB 
program (Figure 6) (VCCT indicator 4). Joint TB/HIV collaborative activities, 
will have to be strengthened in 2007.

In Q1-2007, a total of 3,763 persons nationwide were detected HIV positive at 
VCCT sites.  

The HIV-infection rate among VCCT clients is still decreasing with 6.2% of 
VCCT clients found HIV-infected in Q1-2007 (Figure 7).

2.1.2. OI and ART services 

Three new OI/ART sites have been opened in the first quarter 2007. Those are 
Romeas hek located in Svay Rieng province, Sre Ambil located in Koh Kong 
province and Samrong located in Odor Meanchey province. Of Those new 
OI/ART sites have started providing ART except Sre Ambil. These OI and 
ART services are supported by the government and by partner NGOs of the 
total 47 OI/ART sites. 
37 ODs have at least one facility that provides ART services (Annex: HFBC 
indicator 1).  Two additional ODs (Pailin and Samrong) have facilities that 
provide OI services and will start ART soon (Figure 8).

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Laboratory support 
The four leased CD4 FACScounts are still operational in 4 provinces (Takeo, 
Kompong Cham, Battambang and at NIPH in Phnom Penh). CD4 count is 
also available at Pasteur Institute in Phnom Penh and in Sisophon Banteay 
Manchey (US CDC) (Figure 8). A total of 14,200 CD4 counts have been 
conducted in Q1 2007 in the 4 provinces with the leased FACScounts (Figure 
9). CD4 % testing for children is conducted at Pasteur Institute in Phnom 
Penh and at NIPH.

Viral load and DNA PCR testing is available at IPC. NIPH laboratory has 
been equipped for viral load testing and DNA PCR in 2006. NIPH is building 
capacity to perform both testing. 

In Quarter 1-2007 a total of 21,933 active patients, including 19,995 adults and 
1,938 children were receiving ART (Figures 10,11,12) (Annex: HFBC indicator 
3).

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In Q1-2007, female patients accounted for 49.93% of all active patients on ART 
and 50.24% of adult patients on ART.   

At OI/ART sites, a total of 3,294 new patients started OI prophylaxis and 
management and 2,097 new patients (including 195 children) started on ART 
in Q1 2007 (Figure 12). Comparison with Quarter 4 2006 the number of new 
OI patients and new ART patients has been increasing slightly.

There were a total of 8,235 actives OI adult patients not yet eligible for ART at 
the end of Q1 2007. Of those, 5,338 (64.82%) were female, representing mostly 
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spouses of male patients started on OI/ART care some years ago. Nation 
wide, 2,604 adult patients and 385 child patients enrolled in OI care were 
eligible for ART but not yet on ART at the end of Quarter 1 2007.  
 
Patient mobility across services 

During Quarter 1-2007, a total of 272 ART patients were transferred out to 
new ART sites located closer to their home residence.  

2.1.3. Community-based services 

Home-based care (HBC) 

To date, there are 279 HBC teams in Cambodia and the number of teams has 
decreased in quarter 1-2007 because some of organization stop their activity in 
most of provinces (Annex: HBC indicator 1) (Figure 13). The 2007 target is 290 
HBC teams. A total of 547 (58.1%) health centers are linked to HBC teams 
(Annex: HBC indicator 4) in 17 provinces within the CoC.

There new PLHA SG has been created in Q1 2007. To date 643 PLHA SG are 
active in Cambodia. These PLHA support groups are currently established in 
14 provinces (source: CPN+ report). The number of active PLHA supported 
by these support groups increased from 29,064 at the end of year 2006 to 
29,958 in Q1 2007 (Figure 14).

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TB/HIV collaboration 
 
From quarter 4 2006 to quarter 1 2007, the number of health centers with 
intensified TB/HIV collaborative activities increased from 191 in 8 provinces 
to more than 12 in provinces. In particular, health centers with HBC teams 
facilitate the transportation of TB patients from the community to the nearest 
VCCT site for HIV testing. 
At the HCs with special TB/HIV collaborative activities during Q1 2007, of 
the 7,517 newly diagnosed and old TB cases still on treatment but not yet HIV 
tested, 2,373 (31.6%) were reported by HBC teams as having attended VCCT 
services for HIV testing. TB/HIV co-infected patients were referred to 
OI/ART sites. Provincial performances in transporting TB patients to VCCT 
vary greatly. 
In addition to the efforts of HBC teams to transport TB patients to VCCT, 
another 735 TB patients did reach VCCT sites by themselves in Q 1 07. 
Therefore, a total of 3,108 TB patients were seen at VCCT in Q1 2007 and 
tested for HIV. If we extrapolate from the 35,466 new TB cases detected in 
2006 in Cambodia (ref: CENAT), about 35% of new TB patients detected in Q1 
07 were probably tested for HIV.  
 
The 2008 target of 10,000 TB patients to be referred by HBC teams to VCCT 
will be achieved only if some provinces improve their performance.  
 
2.2. PMTCT 

From first quarter 2007, of a total of 15,015 first ANC attendees at ANC clinics 
with PMTCT services, 11,444 (76.2%) were tested for HIV (Annex: PMTCT 
indicator 3). Of the total number of women who came for their first ANC visit 
at PMTCT sites, 10,141 (67.5%) received their test result through post-test 
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counseling (Annex: PMTCT indicator 4). Among couples in which the woman 
attended ANC clinics with PMTCT services for their first ANC visit, 2,059 
husbands/partners accepted testing and 1,867 (90.7%) also received their test 
result through post-test counselling (Annex: PMTCT indicator 5). Among 
women tested for HIV at PMTCT services, 106 (0.9%) were HIV positive. In 
addition, from Jan-Mar 2007, 87 known HIV-positive pregnant women were 
referred to PMTCT services and 99 women found to be HIV positive on 
testing at PMTCT sites were referred to CoC. A total of 109 HIV-infected 
pregnant women delivered their babies at PMTCT maternity sites between 
Jan and Mar 07. Of those mothers, 47 (43.1%) received AZT during pregnancy 
and 40 (36.7%) received HAART. Of 110 infants of HIV-infected mothers 
identified through PMTCT services who delivered between Jan and Mar 07, 
104 (94.5%) received ARV prophylaxis, 74 received NVP and ZDV for 1 week 
and 30 for 4 weeks; no infants received single dose NVP alone (Annex: 
PMTCT indicator 6) (Figure 16). The proportion of children receiving NVP 
and ZDV has continued to increase in Q1 2007 as recommended in the 
PMTCT guidelines. Of children born to HIV-infected mothers, who received 
HIV-testing at 18 months, 9 boys and 2 girls tested HIV-positive.

3- Training  
 
VCCT 

During Q1-2007, 22 of nurse counselors have been trained and HIV/AIDS 
Testing and Counseling Training has 41 trainee started in February 2007. 
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OI/ART 
The initial training for OI/ART teams in-service course of Pediatrics for 
clinicians , 1 course for counselor nurses that has 28 trainees, and 2 course 
which first course has 25 trainees and second course 23 trainee  for drug and 
logistic managers, and short training activities for auxiliary staff. OI/ART 
teams also receive “secondment” training which consists in an extensive visit 
of an existing and running OI/ART before they actually start their new site.  
 
4. Drug and logistic support 
 
In Q1 2007, all ART sites reported the number of patients on each ART 
regimen. Most prescribed regimens were d4t+3TC+NVP, d4t+3TC+EFVand 
AZT+3TC+NVP, whereas 2.1% of adults and 1.8% of children were on PI-
based regimens (Table 4).

58% of planned expenditures was achieved by NCHADS HQ: 

• For GFATM funding, 85% by 8 provinces covered by GFATM-R2 and 79% by 
GFATM-R4 were achieved, while 6% of planned expenditures were achieved by 
NCHADS almost all this planned central expenditure was procurements.  
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• For EUROPAID funding, 63% of planned provincial expenditures was achieved, 
and 40% of planned expenditures was achieved by NCHADS HQ 

• For AHF funding, 60% of planned provincial expenditures was achieved, and 45% 
of planned expenditures was achieved by NCHADS HQ 

• CTAP funding only covered the Social Health Clinic, CHAI, WHO, Treat Asia 
expenditures only incurred by NCHADS HQ.
